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SUMMARY

All documents submitted for evaluation (papers, posters or demonstrations),  should have two parts: a cover page, like this page, that will be the only one printed in the Workshop Proceedings, and the main text. Use “Letter” size paper (8.5” x 11”). In the case of papers for oral presentations, the length of the main text, including all illustrations and bibliographic references, should not exceed 10 pages, and uncompressed file size should be under 5 MB. For other contributions (posters and demonstrations) the corresponding limits are 5 pages and 2.5 MB. The main text will only be published in the Workshop CD-ROM. Use of color is allowed in the main text. The cover page should be in black and white.

The cover page must include the document title, authors’ identification and affiliation (including e-mail address), and the text of the summary,  in one column, centered horizontally in the page. Use Times-Roman, 10 points or larger. The cover page should be formatted with all margins (top, bottom, left and right) set to 1 inch.

The cover page must have at least one version of the summary in English, and optionally another one in either Spanish or Portuguese.

IMPORTANT: Underline the name of the correspondence author, to whom all communications related to the evaluation process will be addressed.

RESUMEN

Los documentos remitidos tendrán dos partes: una página de resumen, similar a esta página, que será la única impresa en las Actas del Taller; y el texto principal. Utilizar papel de tamaño “Carta”  (21,59cm x 27,94cm). En el caso de trabajo para presentación oral, el texto principal completo, incluyendo figuras y bibliografía, tendrá una longitud máxima de 10 páginas y el tamaño del fichero electrónico (sin comprimir) será menor de 5 MB. En los demás tipos de contribuciones (posters y demostraciones) los límites correspondientes son 5 páginas y 2.5 MB. El texto principal se publicará sólo en CD-ROM. Está permitido el uso de color en el texto principal. La página resumen debe ir en blanco y negro.

La página resumen debe contener el título del documento, el nombre y afiliación de los autores (incluyendo dirección de correo electrónico), y el texto del resumen, en una columna centrada horizontalmente en la página. Use Times-Roman de 10 puntos o mayor. Todos los márgenes en esta página deben fijarse a 25 mm.

La página de resumen contendrá al menos una versión en inglés y opcionalmente, otra versión en español o portugués.

IMPORTANTE: Subraye el nombre del autor para correspondencia, al que irán dirigidas todas las comunicaciones relacionadas con el proceso de evaluación.
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Abstract

The document should have a cover page (previous page), that should include the document title, authors’ identification and affiliation (including e-mail address) and a summary in one column, centered horizontally in the page.

The abstract in the body of the document (this abstract) should appear at the top of the left-hand column of text, about 0.5 inch (12 mm) below the title area and should be no more than 3.125 inches (80 mm) in length.  Leave a 0.5 inch (12 mm) space between the end of the abstract and the beginning of the main text.  The abstract should contain about 100 to 150 words.  Manuscripts must be in one of the following: English, Portuguese or Spanish.

1. Introduction

These guidelines include complete descriptions of the fonts, spacing, and related information for producing your proceedings manuscripts. Please follow them and if you have any questions, direct them iberchip@iberchip.org

2. Formatting your paper

All printed material, including text, illustrations, and charts, must be kept within a print area of 6.9 inches (175 mm) wide by 8.9 inches (226 mm) high. Do not write or print anything outside the print area. The top margin must be 1 inch (25 mm), except for the title page, and the left margin must be 0.75 inch (19 mm).  All text  (excluding the cover page) must be in a two-column format. Columns are to be 3.27 inches (83 mm) wide, with a 0.37 inch (8 mm) space between them. Text must be fully justified.

3. Page title section

The paper title (on the first page) should begin 1-3/8 inches (35 mm) from the top edge of the page, centered, completely capitalized, and in Times 14-point, boldface type.  The authors’ name(s), affiliation(s) and e-mail addresses appear below the title in capital and lower case letters.  Papers with multiple authors and affiliations may require two or more lines for this information.

4. Type-style and fonts

To achieve the best rendering both in the proceedings and from the CD-ROM, we strongly encourage you to use Times-Roman font.  In addition, this will give the proceedings a more uniform look.  Use a font that is no smaller than nine point type throughout the paper, including figure captions.

In nine point type font, capital letters are 2 mm high.  If you use the smallest point size, there should be no more than 3.2 lines/cm (8 lines/inch) vertically.  This is a minimum spacing; 2.75 lines/cm (7 lines/inch) will make the paper much more readable.  Larger type sizes require correspondingly larger vertical spacing.  Please do not double-space your paper.  True-Type 1 fonts are preferred.

The first paragraph in each section should not be indented, but all following paragraphs within the section should be indented as these paragraphs demonstrate.

5. MAjor headings

Major headings, for example, “1. Introduction”, should appear in all capital letters, bold face if possible, centered in the column, with one blank line before, and one blank line after. Use a period (“.”) after the heading number, not a colon.

5.1. Subheadings
Subheadings should appear in lower case (initial word capitalized) in boldface.  They should start at the left margin on a separate line.

5.1.1. Sub-subheadings

Sub-subheadings, as in this paragraph, are discouraged. However, if you must use them, they should appear in lower case (initial word capitalized) and start at the left margin on a separate line, with paragraph text beginning on the following line.  They should be in italics.

If the last page of your paper is only partially filled, arrange the columns so that they are evenly balanced if possible, rather than having one long column.

7. Page numbering
Please, include page number only in the pages of the main text. Do not number the summary page.

8. Illustrations, graphs, and photographs

Illustrations must appear within the designated margins.  They may span the two columns.  If possible, position illustrations at the top of columns, rather than in the middle or at the bottom.  Caption and number every illustration. 

9. Footnotes

Use footnotes sparingly (or not at all!) and place them at the bottom of the column on the page on which they are referenced. Use Times 9-point type, single-spaced. To help your readers, avoid using footnotes altogether and include necessary peripheral observations in the text (within parentheses, if you prefer, as in this sentence).

10. References

List and number all bibliographical references at the end of the paper.  The references can be numbered in alphabetic order or in order of appearance in the document.  When referring to them in the text, type the corresponding reference number in square brackets as shown at the end of this sentence [1].
